Instructions: 
To reserve space at camp, make a placeholder deposit of 
$10.00 per Scout. You may choose to make the final payment 
by or after May 19th; if you choose to pay by May 19th, you 
qualify for a lower fee as an “Early Bird” unit.  If you choose to 
pay the final payment after May 19th, all fees are due in full 
two weeks prior to arrival at camp. 
 
If your unit is a FOS Presidential unit (for Cascade Pacific 
Council units only) by April 26, 2006, your members will enjoy 
further savings as shown. 
 
It is possible for some Scouts in a given unit to pay different 
fees if some Scouts are paid by May 19th and some after May 
19th.  Those paying by May 19th will qualify for the Early Bird 
discount, while those paying after May 19th will not. 
 
Making Changes: 
Should changes to your reservation be necessary, they must 
be in writing and include the unit number, reservation number, 
changes requested, name of person requesting the change, 
and phone number.  We’ll make the change and contact that 
person if there are questions.  It’s necessary to have this in 
writing to serve you more efficiently, and ensure that your 
reservation is correct. 
 
Payment Transfers: 
We do not maintain a list of individual Scouts planning for 
camp, so the adult leader may choose to allow another Scout 
to fill the place of a Scout unable to attend.  When Scouts 
cannot attend, leaders are encouraged  to find a replacement 
to prevent loss of fees paid. 
 
Camperships: 
Scouts in need may apply for financial assistance (partial fees 
are awarded) by submitting an Opportunity Fund Application 
by May 1, 2006. Camperships are funded through donations 
specifically for this purpose, and are limited.  The form is 
available at Volunteer Service Centers and online at 
www.cpcbsa.org. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Refunds: 
Planning and purchasing for camp happens long before camp 
begins, and is based on your reservation of spaces at camp.  
Consequently, refunds are available on a staggered schedule: 
  

 By May 19th: all fees, less the $10.00 deposit, are 
transferable within the reservation. 

 From May 19th up to 2 weeks prior to camp: a refund 
is available of all fees paid less the $10.00 deposit. Within 
2 weeks of camp: refunds are only available should the 
Scout in question find himself in one of these 
circumstances:   
a) his family moves out of council  b) there is a death or 
serious illness in his immediate family requiring his 
attendance  c) he himself becomes ill and unable to 
attend camp.  If so, the refund is for fees paid less the 
$10.00 deposit.   

 
All refund requests must be in writing. Up to 2 weeks prior to 
camp, written request may be sent to the Portland Service 
Center. Within 2 weeks of camp please make refund requests 
upon arrival at camp with the camp business manager using 
the Refund Request Form, listing the reason each Scout was 
unable to attend.  These refunds will be measured to the 
refund policy (see above) and granted accordingly.  Refunds 
are mailed to the currently registered Unit Committee 
Chair by the first week of October, and will be 
combined with other fees owed or due and any 
outstanding debts to the council. 
 
Cancellations: 
Cancellation of your unit’s reservation will result in forfeiture of 
fees. If cancellation occurs by May 19th, the $10.00 deposit per 
Scout is forfeited. Cancellations between May 19th and 2 weeks 
prior to camp forfeit the entire fee per boy. If Payments are 
not current for the number of Scouts promised to attend, the 
unit will receive a bill for payments as reserved.
